1. The Ministry of Education recommends that overseas students avoid all unessential overseas travel so 

as to prevent the increased risk of spreading the virus during the winter break and to avoid the 

possibility of being unable to return due to restrictive travel measures, such as temporary 

suspensions of entry, which may be implemented due to changes associated with the pandemic.

Aside from lessening overseas students’ 

sense of homesickness, the activities will give students the chance to experience Taiwanese culture 

during the winter break.

Goals (health and well-being), as well as the fourth item (educational quality) and the tenth item
